SUMMARY

The Yorktown Historic District is a residential area developed primarily between 1921 and 1931 in Tulsa, Oklahoma.
Located about one mile southeast of downtown Tulsa, the district has retained a high degree of integrity. The majority of
nonhistoric construction has appeared on the major thoroughfares surrounding the neighborhood. The largest nonresidential
development has occurred on the southwest corner of the neighborhood. Over the last seventy years, a five block area in the
Yorktown neighborhood has been redeveloped with buildings associated with the historic Saint John’s Hospital and Nursing
School, originally located at the corner of 21* Street and Utica Avenue. Due to a lack of integrity and historic significance,

~ the St. John’s complex is not included within the boundaries of the Yorktown Historic District. On the northeast corner of
the neighborhood, a two-and-a-half block area developed for the upper middle class has been separately listed on the National
Register of Historic Places as the Gillette Historic District (NR 1982). The Gillette district is not included within the
Yorktown boundaries as the Gillette area is composed of a greater variety of architectural styles and larger, more expensive
residences on relatively spacious lots. As such, the feeling and association between the two areas is distinct.

Within the confines of the Y orktown Historic District, the majority of resources were constructed during the period of
significance and have not been greatly altered. A total of 392 resources are included in the Y orktown Historic District. All
of the resources in the district are buildings. There are no parks or other structures in the district. Of the 392 buildings, 311
(79%) are considered to be contributing resources, being both present during the district’s period of significance and retaining
sufficient integrity to convey their historic appearance. The remaining 81 (21%) buildings are classified as noncontributing
due to a lack of integrity or insufficient age. The neighborhood was zoned an Historical Preservation Supplemental Zoning
District in August 1995; thus, local protection of the historic resources is already in place to hopefully halt any further
encroachment. However, one property, 2017 South Xanthus, has been demolished since the intensive level survey was
undertaken in 2000.

The boundaries of the neighborhood are irregular and do not include both sides of the streets or lots lines. On the southwest
and northeast corners respectively, the boundaries are drawn to exclude the St. John’s complex and the Gillette Historic
District. As stated above, these areas are distinct from the historic Yorktown neighborhood in several ways. The other
boundaries in the neighborhood are also shaped to include the greatest concentration of historic residences while excluding
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nonhistoric, largely commercial redevelopment. Thus, the boundaries are frequently drawn along the lot lines in the middle
of the blocks to exclude those areas which do not retain their original residential character. The overwhelming
noncontributing status of the excluded properties provides a fairly clear boundary along the periphery streets. Only along
South Wheeling and South Xanthus avenues is there some ambiguity. The properties along the south half of the 1700 block
of South Wheeling and South Xanthus avenues are predominately noncontributing. Six of the eight noncontributing houses
on South Wheeling are classified as such due to insufficient age, two due to integrity issues. Three of the four
noncontributing house on South Xanthus are also so designated due to insufficient age. However, because this block retains
its original residential character, it is included within the boundaries of the Yorktown Historic District.

Beginning at the corner of East 17 Street and South Lewis Avenue, the boundary extends west to the east lot lines of the
properties on the east side of South Yorktown Avenue. This is also the west boundary of the Gillette Historic District.
Going north along the lot lines east of South Yorktown Avenue, the boundary extends to the north lot line of 1517 South
Yorktown Avenue. Historically, this is the end of east-west oriented development and the properties north of this are no
longer residential in character. Heading west across South Yorktown Avenue, the boundary continues along the north lot
line of 1518 South Yorktown Avenue for the same reasons. At the west end of the north lot line of 1518 South Yorktown
Avenue, the boundaries goes south slightly to the north lot lines of the north side of East 16™ Street. Although originally
residential in nature, the south side of 15® Street is now largely commercial and no longer maintains a visible link with the
Yorktown neighborhood. The boundary then extends west to South Victor Avenue along the north lot lines of the north
side of East 16™ Street. On the west side of South Victor Avenue, the boundary goes north to the north lot line of 1512
South Victor Avenue. Extending along the north lot line to the alley between South Victor and South Utica avenues, the
boundary then proceeds south along the alley and the mid-block lot lines in the next block to East 17" Street. On East 17"
Street, the boundary goes east to South Victor Avenue where it again turns south. Extending along South Victor Avenue to
East 17" Place, the boundary then tumns east to South Wheeling Avenue. Going south on South Wheeling Avenue, the
boundary extends to East 19" Street. From the intersection of South Wheeling Avenue and East 19™ Street, the boundary
goes east on East 19™ Street to South Xanthus Avenue. Tt then turns south and continues along South Xanthus Avenue to
the south lot line of 2009 South Xanthus Avenue. At this point, the boundary turns east following the northern lot lines of
the north side properties of 21* Street. Similar to the properties on 15" Street, the properties on the north side of 21* Street
are excluded from the Yorktown Historic District because they are primarily commercial and they do not possess an historic
association with the neighborhood. The boundary extends along the north lot lines of the properties on the north side of 21"
Street to Lewis Avenue. The boundary drops slightly south after crossing South Yorktown Avenue, to the south lot lines of
2011 South Yorktown Avenue. At Lewis Avenue, the boundary turns north and proceeds to the point of beginning.
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DESCRIPTION:

The Yorktown Historic District consists of about nineteen blocks of residential housing. Composed of eight separate
additions, the neighborhood does not exhibit a single pattern of residential development. The blocks are not the same length,
varying both in width and length. All the blocks are laid out in a grid pattern with houses typically on at least three and
sometimes four sides of the block. The only curvilinear element in the neighborhood is in the Bungalow Court Addition
which includes a looped dead-end, 16” Place. The other dead-end street, 16™ Street, abruptly ends with no provision for
turning around. Although not containing overly spacious lots, the majority of development in the neighborhood provided a
reasonable sized lot with amble room for a detached garage. The exception to this is along 1 6™ Street. This strip in the
‘neighborhood contains noticeably smaller lots with short drives and detached garages immediately behind the house.

As mentioned above, the Yorktown Historic District contains eight different additions. The only addition that extends
beyond the Yorktown neighborhood is the Orcutt Addition. This is the oldest platted addition on the northwest comer of the
neighborhood. The Orcutt Addition, primarily located west of South Utica Avenue in the Swan Lake Historic District (NR
1998), was platted in 1908 and includes three blocks between South Utica and South Victor avenues in the Yorktown
district. The southernmost block in the Orcutt Addition has been redeveloped for use by St. John’s Hospital. Ten years after
the Orcutt Addition was platted, the second addition in the Yorktown neighborhood, the Bungalow Court Addition, was laid
out. Platted in 1918, this addition contains only the property along East 16” Place in the neighborhood. In 1919, two
additions were platted, Maywood and Woodward Park. The Maywood Addition includes five blocks on the northeast side
of the neighborhood, wrapping around the Gillette Historic District which is composed of the separate Seven Acres Place and
Hopping’s additions. The Maywood Addition includes the properties on South Yorktown Avenue north of East 17" Place
and the long block between East 17" Place and East 17 Street. The largest addition, Wood-ward Park Addition, contains
eleven blocks on the southeast side of the neighborhood. These blocks are noticeably shorter and more uniform then the
majority of blocks in the neighborhood. In 1920, the Weaver Addition was platted by Bettie Weaver and consisted of the
tract of land lying along East 17" Street between South Victor and South Yorktown avenues. Also in 1920, the Edgewood
Place Addition was platted on the southwest comer of the neighborhood. Originally containing four blocks between East
17" Place and East 19" Street, the Edgewood Place Addition has lost two blocks to redevelopment for St. John’s Hospital.
The following year, the Bell-McNeal Addition was platted along East 16™ Street. The Bell-McNeal Addition was actually
the subdivision of Lots 14 through 31 inclusive of the Terrace Park Addition which was platted but not developed in 1918.
The final addition in the Yorktown Historic District was platted in 1925. At that time, real estate developer J.C. Reddin, his
wife Lucille and the Reid Investment Company Blatted the Reddin Third Addition. Located east of St. Johns Hospital, the
addition contained four blocks between East 19" and East 21" streets. Of the original four blocks, only two retain their
historic residential development, the others now containing hospital related facilities.

The district is dominated by the Bungalow/Craftsman architectural style. Comprising sixty-niine percent of the neighborhood
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with 273 examples, the Bungalow/Craftsman style was flourishing nationally during the district’s period of significance, 1921-
1931. The style was particularly suited to the neighborhood’s middle class residents. Typically constructed of weatherboard
with a detached single car garage, Bungalow/Craftsman style houses provided spacious porches for idling away the evening
visiting with neighbors. Additionally, this style of house allowed for a variety of decorative detail so no house was identical.
Several examples in the neighborhood exhibited Colonial Revival style features on an otherwise typical Bungalow house.
After Bungalow/Craftsman, the next most prevalent style in the neighborhood is Tudor Revival, which gained in popularity in
the neighborhood and Tulsa in the late 1920s. With eighty examples in the Yorktown neighborhood, the Tudor Revival style
represented twenty-one percent of the neighborhood’s extant building stock. The usually brick Tudor Revival house
frequently featured detached garages that exhibited several of the same stylistic features as the main house. Combined, the
Bungalow/Craftsman and Tudor Revival styles equaled ninety percent of the Yorktown residences. Other styles present in
the Yorktown Historic District include Minimal Traditional (17), Prairie School (4), Colonial Revival (5), Mission/Spanish
Colonial Revival (3), Ranch (4), Split Level (1) and Commercial style (1). Two buildings were classified as having No-
Distinctive Style. One of these was a garage apartment which featured no significant style and the other a noncontributing
house in which the style has been completely obscured by alterations.

The dates of construction for the buildings in the Yorktown Historic District were arrived at using a combination of County
Land Records, Polk Directories and Sanborn Fire Insurance maps. This area of Tulsa began to appear in the Polk Directories
in about 1921. Previous to this, there were no addresses from the Yorktown area recorded in the directory. The Sanborn
Fire Insurance Company mapped the area in 1923 with an update in 1957. All properties recorded on the 1923 map were
dated to 1922, unless the map noted that the footprint was derived from plans such as 1864 East 16" Place. Properties dated
prior to 1922 were identified through the Polk Directories. Properties built after 1923 were dated using the Polk Directories
with the County Land Records often corroborating these dates.

ALTERATIONS:

The Yorktown Historic District retains a high degree of integrity with 311 of the 392 resources within the district considered
as contributing. Overall, the district has retained much of its historic character with very few modem intrusions. There have
been twenty-four houses built in the district since the end of the period of significance. The majority of these, built prior to
1950, are compatible in design and construction materials to the historic houses.

Over the passage of time, minor modifications have been made to many of the individual houses. Although each house is
assessed for its overall individual retention of historic integrity, there are several common alterations which affects the
categorization of the property as contributing or noncontributing. The most frequent alteration is the covering of the original
wall material with asbestos shingle or aluminum or vinyl siding. Buildings with replacement siding are usually counted as
contributing unless the replacement wall material was applied in an inappropriate manner, such as a vertical direction.
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A property is almost always considered noncontributing if the front porch has been infilled or enclosed in a permanent
manner. The permanent enclosure of the porch dramatically alters the feel and design of the house, particularly for the
Bungalow/Craftsman style where the porch is one of the major defining features. Typically in a porch enclosure, the original
openings are filled with windows and some type of filler material such as wood or brick. If the porch is only screened, this
does not impact the contributing/noncontributing status of the property. The enclosure of the side porch does not have as
dramatic impact on the integrity of the house and consequently does not impact the contributing/noncontributing
determination.

Additions to the property impact the contributing/noncontributing status of the building depending largely on the location of
the addition, as well as size. If the addition is confined to the back of the property, this does not affect the status of the
house. Ifthe addition is attached to the side and alters the view of the fagade, the house is typically determined to be
noncontributing. A second story addition automatically results in the classification of the property as noncontributing due to
the radical change in the building’s historic design. Similar to other modifications, other types of additions are viewed on an
individual basis with the deciding factor being the impact on the house’s integrity of design, feeling and association.

- Below is the list of contributing properties, followed by the list of noncontributing properties. Although the majority of
houses have detached garages, these are not counted separately but mentioned within the description of the primary property.
Detached garage apartments are counted separately and included within the overall count of contributing/noncontributing. If
a garage has been converted to living space, it is not classified as a garage apartment and thus is not counted separately.
None of the resources in the district were determined to be individually eligible for the National Register. However, further
research may determine that a property may be individually significant because of its association with a historically significant
person or for themes other than architecture or community planning and development.

CONTRIBUTING RESOURCES:

1. 1719 East 16" Street. Ca. 1922. Bungalow/Crafisman. This one-story, asbestos-sided house has an asphalt-
covered, side-gabled roof and a concrete foundation. The wood windows are one-over-one hung and the wood door is
glazed paneled. The full-width porch has no covering or rails. The roof slightly arches above the front door which is
accentuated by wood, Doric pilasters and an entablature with dentils. There is a brick, exterior, gable wall chimney on the
east side. Decorative details include exposed rafters, triangular knee braces and triple windows. There is a rear, detached,
weatherboard garage. (Photograph #1)

2. 1721 East 16" Street. Ca. 1922. Bungalow/Craftsman. This one-story, asbestos-clad dwelling has an asphalt-
covered, cross-gabled roof and a concrete foundation. The wood windows are one-over-one hung and the wood door is
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glazed paneled. The partial porch has a front-gabled roof supported by triple, wood, Doric columns with wrought iron
railings along the stairs. The porch gable is ornamented with dentils. There is a brick, exterior, gable wall chimney flanked by
two small windows next to a flat-roofed, partial, side-porch. Decorative details include exposed rafters and tnple windows.
There is a rear, detached, weatherboard garage. (Photograph #1)

3. 1803 East 16" Street. Ca. 1922. Bungalow/Craftsman. This one-story, weatherboard-clad dwelling has a concrete
foundation and a cross-gabled, asphalt-covered roof. The wood windows are vertical, four-over-one, hung and the wood
door is glazed panel. The partial front porch has brick piers topped by wood columns for supports. There are two red brick
chimneys, an exterior gable wall chimney on the east side with a visible flue and an interior slope chimney on the west side.
Decorative details include exposed rafters, triangular knee braces and sidelights at the front door. The backyard has been
fenced off with a wood privacy fence. Additionally, the front porch has been screened and the vegetation in the yard
obscures much of the house. (Photograph #2)

4. 1808 East 16" Street. Ca. 1922. Bungalow/Craftsman. This one-story, vinyl-sided house has a concrete
foundation and a double-front-gabled, asphalt-covered roof. The wood windows are vertical, four-over-one, hung and the
wood door is glazed paneled. The partial porch has a front-gabled roof supported by wood supports. There is a red, brick,
exterior, eave wall chimney on the west side of the house. Decorative details include full-height sidelights, double windows,
triangular knee braces and nonhistoric lattice on the front porch. (Photograph #3)

5. 1811 East 16" Street. Ca. 1922. Bungalow/Craftsman. This one-story, stone and weatherboard dwelling has a
concrete foundation and asphalt-clad, cross-gabled roof. The wood windows are nine-over-one, double hung and the wood
door is glazed paneled. The partial front porch has wood columns. The porch gable and wall are clad with weatherboard,
unlike the rest of the house which is covered with a rock veneer. Decorative details include double windows, a front ribbon
window and triangular knee braces. There is a single car garage on the west side of the house. (Photograph #4)

6. 1812 East 16™ Street. Ca. 1922, Bungalow/Craftsman. This one-story, weatherboard resource has an asphalt-
covered, cross-gabled roof and a concrete foundation. The wood windows are one-over-one hung and the wood door is
glazed panel. The partial porch has wood columns. There is a red, brick, gable wall, external chimney on the west side of the
house. Decorative details include clipped gables, double and triple windows and exposed rafters. There is a rear, detached,
weatherboard garage. (Photograph #3)

7. 1815 East 16 Street. Ca. 1922, Bungalow/Craftsman. This one-story, asbestos-sided dwelling has an asphalt-
covered, double-front-gabled roof and a concrete foundation. The wood windows are one-over-one hung and the wood
door is paneled. The partial porch is nearly full-width and has a gable roof supported by wood supports. There are two brick
chimneys, one on the rear and one on the west side. The west, eave wall, external chimney has been partially rebuilt.
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Decorative details include exposed rafters, dentils, double windows and triangular knee braces. (Photograph #4)

8. 1816 East 16" Street. Ca. 1922. Bungalow/Craftsman. This one-story, weatherboard house has an asphalt-
covered, double-front-gabled roof and a concrete foundation. The wood windows are nine-over-one hung and have a
decoratively patterned upper pane. The side windows have metal awnings. The nonoriginal metal door is glazed paneled.
The full-width porch has wrought iron supports and railings. There is a brick, external, eave wall chimney on the east side of
the house which has been painted white. Decorative details include double windows, triangular knee braces and a radiating
design in the gables. There is a rear, detached, weatherboard garage. (Photograph #5)

9. 1819 East 16" Street. Ca. 1921. Bungalow/Craftsman. This one-story, vinyl-clad dwelling has an asphalt-covered,
double-front-gabled roof and a concrete foundation. The wood windows are vertical, four-over-one, hung and the wood .
door is glazed paneled. The partial porch has a gable roof supported by square, wood, columns. Decorative details include

double windows, exposed rafters and triangular knee braces. There is a small detached shed on the east side. (Photograph

#6) -

10. 1820 East 16" Street. Ca. 1922. Bungalow/Craftsman. This one-story, weatherboard resource has a double-front-
gabled, asphalt-covered roof and a concrete foundation. The wood windows are one-over-one hung and the wood door is
glazed paneled. The partial porch has a gable roof supported by painted brick piers topped by tapered wood columns. There
are two brick interior chimneys; one a small slope and the other a larger ridge. Decorative details on the porch include fish-
scale shingles, exposed rafters and a half-circle design in the gable. The main body of the house is omamented with double
windows and triangular knee braces. (Photograph #5)

11. 1823 East 16" Street. Ca. 1921. Bungalow/Craftsman. This one-story, weatherboard house has a front-gabled,
asphalt-covered roof and a rock-faced concrete block foundation. The wood windows are vertical, four-over-one, hung and
the wood door is glazed paneled. The full-width porch is inset under the principal roof and features wood columns and a
wood railing. There are two brick chimneys; one on the east side which is an internal slope and the other on the west side
which is an external eave wall. Decorative details include exposed rafters and double windows. (Photograph #6)

12. 1824 East 16" Street. Ca. 1922. Bungalow/Craftsman. This one-story, weatherboard cottage has an asphalt-
covered, double-front-gabled roof and a concrete foundation. The wood windows are one-over-one hung and the wood
door is glazed paneled. The partial porch has a gable roof supported by short brick piers topped by tapered wood columns.
There are two stucco-covered internal chimneys, one is on the ridge and other on the west side slope. Decorative details

- include exposed rafters on the porch, triangular knee braces and double windows. Thereis a detached weatherboard garage
off the west side. (Photograph #7)
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13. 1828 East 16" Street. Ca. 1922. Bungalow/Craftsman. This one-story, asbestos-sided resource has an asphalt-
covered, double-front-gabled roof and a concrete foundation. The wood windows are vertical, four-over-one, hung. The
flush door is wood. The partial porch has a front-gabled roof supported by triple wood colurnns on brick piers. There is a
short brick pier next to the steps and a turned wood railing by the door. There are two brick internal chimneys, one on the
ridge and a larger one on the slope. Decorative details include exposed rafters, triangular knee braces and double windows.
There is a detached, weatherboard, rear garage. (Photograph #7)

There is a brick, interior, slope chimney on the east side. Decorative details include triangular knee braces and double
windows. There is a single car, weatherboard, detached, front-gabled garage with an overhead door to the rear.

There is a brick, exterior, gable wall chimney on the
east side. Decorative details include double and triple windows, a flared front gable, metal window awnings and an arched,
diamond-paned window in the front gable. There is a rear, detached, double car garage. (Photograph #69)

118, 2223 East 19" Street. Ca. 1925. Bungalow/Craftsman. This one-story, weathetboard dwelling has an asphalt-
covered, hip-on-cross-gabled roof and a concrete foundation. The wood windows are vertical, four-over-one, hung and
vertical, five-over-one, hung. The wood door is glazed paneled. The partial wraparound poxch has a front-gabled roof
supported by single, double and triple, wood, square columns and wrought iron railings. There is a brick, exterior, gable wall
chimney on the west side.
